Provide a comprehensive Fire Protection Program and to achieve efficiency in fire protection for the territory's
wildland, conservation reserves and urban/interface areas.

Major Objective(s):
1. Prevention: To educate the general public on the detrimental effects of wildland fires.
2. Presuppression: Converting flammable grasslands into more productive tree stands.
(Wildland urban interface fuels management)
3. Suppression: Inter-agency cooperation in suppressing wildfires and thereby limiting burned acreage.

Short-term Goals:

Smokey Bear visiting Guam's public and private schools, the dissemination of the fire danger rating to the public,
the conversion of conservation reserves from grasslands to afforested watersheds.
